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Standing Items

1. Principal’s Message: 
Bhupinder shared that our building still has one portable that is getting worked on. The class that is in the library will move back into that portable next week when renovations are done. Staffing was busy this year, additional positions, leaves, etc. but it’s up to date right now. We are into the season now, the school is growing, new items that have come up. Recess and lunch were brought up as an issue, not enough play area, too many kids, letter was sent home to intermediate students, particular students were followed up with. Students’ safety issue. As a staff it was discussed, a committee was struck and met as a committee, how can they problem solve, potentially change the recess, and lunch piece, there is a proposed idea to change up the location of play for primary and intermediate classes. Assistant superintendent has given green light to use the fire lane area. Posters have gone out to show new zones of play, guiding principles, etc. Moving forward we will do more training on restorative justice. Primaries will be on fire lane for recess. Newsletter will be sent out. Staggering recess and lunch can be looked at later in the year if needed but first we will start with this change. We can’t alter our start and end times at this time of the year. Staggering would not affect hot lunch. Currently they all eat at the same time, outside at the same time. Door monitor: we have lunch monitors assigned to two exterior doors for kids to come in and out to use the washroom. 

2. Hot Lunch update: 
The first hot lunch went very well. Log-in issues will try to be rectified next year and all communication will have access code and tips for troubleshooting.
	
3. Fundraising update:
a. Ice Skating: Katherine inquired about ice skating but it looks like it won’t happen for the 2023/2024 year, Cloverdale location, but we can get on this for next year.
b. Apples: October 23rd this will start. Apples, Summerland, $30/$24 box, $8/10 revenue. Sell 50 boxes would be ideal. All sales will be done online. Apples will be delivered to the school. One delivery date, TBD, sometime around two weeks later. 
c. Movie Night: November 24th tentative. Charge $5 per person to enter. Pizza ordering, and popcorn are options for sales. Juice boxes and pop. Will decide on movie choices. Do we have to pay for custodial rental fee? Start time to be decided. Heather needs 14 days prior to arrange pizza purchase. 
d. Babysitting Course, Stay Safe Course: Tentative early May Pro-D. Facilities has been contacted. We need 40 kids in total to attend to cover the costs. Stay safe is offered in Cloverdale at rec center for $40. Stay safe you have to be 10, babysitting you have to be 12. 
e. Safety First/First Aid kits: Fundraising projected to start in Feb/March.
f. Newfeld Farms: Food sales, around barbeque season, May 2024.
g. Spring Fun Night: Subcommittee wanted to start planning, run it right before spring break, games in the gym and outside, bouncy castles, a silent auction, with donated prizes, services. Prob better after because it could still snow. Will announce that in the October newsletter calling for people interested. 
4. Treasure’s update: Gaming fund was received $11,120, carried over $11000. Proposal to send over $11,000 to the playground fund. $500 for grade 7 grad will be increased. 
$22,000 right now.  Let’s give $10,000 to the teachers with the stipulation that they propose what they want to do and if they don’t use it, put it back in the fund. 
a. Field Trip/Classroom Funds: Bhupinder: Cost of the bus is so high, one proposal, is a blanket amount per class per bus. At the office they can account for that and see how much each class has left. $10000 for field trips, $357 per class for each of the 28 divisions, we can give what Sara gives back *yet to be determined* also give that to the school.  $11000 for the playground. These are not hard numbers. Swings will be removed on a set date. We will ask Lara when the swings in 
b. $145 per division, but we want to increase this to $200 this year $5600.  We’d like to give that right away to classroom funds. Raj will get a check to Bhupinder, she will meet with Bhu[pinder and Sara. This is approved by a vote. 
c. Compassion Fund: $500 is set aside. In the past, it was used to support an EA when they had a house fire. You can donate to hot lunch through the website. We are wondering if we can use some of this towards helping families in need. Does the school have a budget? No they do not.  Gift cards are always welcome to contribute to the school food fund. 
d. Budget Approval: this will be ongoing, approvals as items come up
