1. Principal’s Message 
· School was pressure washed and painted over the summer
· mulch on playground was changed over as planned 
· new fence and rail were installed where undercover area is - ongoing from 2 years ago - slope gets icy so it becomes health safety issue - fenced off and corridor was created
· September start up was smooth
· last year we came back to 130 new students not including K
· we grew by 3 divisions last year
· our projection was 615, currently sitting at 580 students
· district as a whole did not grow at an exponential growth as was anticipated
· we lost a division - down to 27 divisions (same as neighboring schools)
· GG is still considered a big school
· staffing: classrooms are complete - outstanding positions were filled end of august
· ministry announcement a week and a half ago - next year we will see portables replaced (prefabricated additions - contained in one area with hallways, bathrooms, running water)
-big upgrade for portable classrooms
· land surveyor is coming on Friday ; updates to be given on this. completion date to be announced
· 350 seats are anticipated - doesn't mean on top of our current enrollment (6 portables being used currently)
· September meet the teacher, terry fox, photo day all were a success
