Principal’s Updates:

Hampers: Food, toy, and toiletries start next week. People can also donate online so
that funds can be used for purchasing.

Misc.: Reports coming home on last week of school (Thursday). Gr. 4 and 7 completed

FSA’s and reports will be going home next week. Update on modulars: surveys
etc were completed and is now into design phase. Preliminary design is showing 14 classrooms, 2 floors, washrooms, elevator, and maybe a staffroom. By spring break 2025, may need to move one of portable classes to the empty one available. Expected completion is spring 2026 hopefully.

Treasurer’s Report: Will write hamper contribution today. Budget breakdown (using print out included). 

Fundraisers: Hockey yielded around $700 in funds. City of Surrey school board has now given permission to be part of 50/50. Hockey vs Pub fundraiser possible funds discussed. Spirit wear yielded around $500. 
Art cards cheque not yet received but should be in soon.

Hot Lunch: No new updates. Requested an announcement be made by the office for classrooms to return bins. StrEATS review mostly positive but there were a few mixed up orders especially with the vegetarian orders.

Fundraising:

- Some vendors tentatively booked but need deposits

- Bouncy house for inflatable games, bogies doughnuts want to be exclusive. Food trucks vs
lions club for profit - lions club likely will yield better profit.
- Will reach out to save on foods for possible food donations.
- Should request for parents to donate items/food/raffle etc instead of money. Maybe request
each class to choose a theme and put together a basket for the raffles (movie night etc).
- Reach out to high school kids to volunteer as work experience hours.
- Bouncy house games - maybe pay a set price ($20) and receive wristbands to play unlimited
turns. Needs $250 deposit - fee is $750 tentatively including insurance. - Look for craft vendors on marketplace
- Create committee - Kim to take the lead.
- Kim emailed lots of vendors already - waiting for replies.
- Things will need to be vetted through admin (food/vendors etc).

 - School’s contribution will be the 50th anniversary legacy exhibit. PAC to look into getting a large cake bought or donated for 50th.
- Reptile guy still tentative - NO BIRDS
- Bathrooms will need a dedicated door.
- Baseball season - check for games that day because of parking situation etc.

- VOTED on $750 being used from main account for bouncy house games deposit - 8 “yays”
- Look into “free to rent” games from city of Surrey - reach out to connections.
- Possible whitecaps clinic for fair? Reach out to school’s whitecaps connections.

- Hockey fundraiser for February 15th is a go. Need to get more advertising in place. Will be
on Saturday night so there will be no family skate after.
