Principal’s Updates:
-grade 7 articulation process is underway. 
-BC lions will be coming to school in March for our grades 5-7s
-our second young entrepreneur fair coming up for the rest of our grade 7s
-modular update: the design process is underway, approval is pending on construction start. Timeline that has been communicated by district is March 2026 completion – any changes to this will be communicated accordingly 

Topics brought up by parents:
-Bullying: some concerns were brought up on the FB page regarding bullying. 
-- bullying is dealt with on a case by case basis and any concerns need to be directed to staff (teachers/admin) so they can be dealt with accordingly

-Ice on property: concerns regarding ice were brought up
--district has a snow removal process; some areas get impacted more than others. District has departments specifically for making sure enough salt is available. Admin staff has been shoveling and salting to help out for safety as well – a big thank you.

-One incident of homeless person near school property was brought up:
--if you see any one on school property who isn’t supposed to be there, call non-emergency or call the office immediately and they will be removed. No one from the general public (parents included) are allowed to be on school property during school hours. 
--Currently there are minimum of 6 supervisors out for recess/lunch with designed areas of monitoring (teachers/support staff) and sometimes upwards of 10 staff. 
--There is a walkway (off school grounds) where bushes have overgrown where homeless person was seen with a cart. Kim will reach out to the city/owner of the property to see if the bushes can be trimmed to make that area safer visibility wise

-Bathroom vandalizing: spray paint/toilet paper globs were noted and dealt with accordingly. External of the school was vandalized with spray paint – dealt with. 


-Spring Fair planning is underway:
--May 23, 2025 from 4-7pm
--looking for volunteers/donations
--school will be setting up an archive/museum room (likely in a portable) as their contribution to the fair (in honor of 50th anniversary of Greenaway Elementary). George Greenaway’s son (David) has been invited to join as well. Pics etc of the last 50 years. 
--washrooms inside will be made available in one wing for the fair (details to be sorted out once committee does a walk through and figures out the layout of games/stations/food trucks etc)
--Mr Wood has volunteered to be the MC for the night – other staff have offered up their time to volunteer if needed. Kim has recruited highschool students from our feeder school (Tweedsmere) to come volunteer through one of their programs. Thank you Kim!
--Spring fair vendor list TBD 
--Spring Fair committee meeting Feb 25th – Cindy to lead.

-Track meets will start in the swing/running club as well
-Ministry sends someone twice a year to assess structure of playground. As of right now, our swings are good for another 5 years – if anything changes will be communicated
-Ministry sends someone to refill the sand on the track and field space.
