Main Goal for Budget and Fundraising is Technology
· School is in desperate need of new laptops and iPad
· One cart between 2-3 classes with a sign out sheet
· Within next 5 years they will need to be all renewed laptops > iPad
· Request for PAC to focus on fundraising for TECH
· 1 Macbook $1200-$1500 each/ pac of 5 = $6095
· 10 pac of Ipads $4600
· School received Dell before but found the Mac Books to last longer
· PAC would like to put forward money towards 10 new Mac books this school year
· Bhupinder will send numbers and information 


Fundraising
· Art cards- PAC needs numbers from each class, due to deadline
· 
Due to late entry last year admin fees had to be paid in full amounting to $500
Staff-suggested Spring based cards, so they don’t need to do them so early into the school year
Many of the purchases through ART Cards was the Christmas ornaments which was a main selling feature and contributed to higher funds

· Pumpkin patch-oct 22nd- Wednesday
Save on has donated- 150 pumpkins, will sell for a good deal for the remaining pumpkins needed
As it’s hard to find a donation through a local farm due to the lack of pumpkins this year
This purchase can come from the gaming grant as it will be school wide

· Holiday market- November 29th update- no update from principal
Has put in the request in August and is waiting for the district’s approval of the gym space on a weekend
Last communication- was in August, suggestions to put in a reminder as we already have vendors lined up
· Spring fair- May 22nd, 2026

· Recycling program- 
Talked to staff last year and did not see the appetite for it
Explain program- they send bins and after hot lunches students would put their beverage containers in the bins. We could have a program with the kids to collect. Two hot lunches a month we could estimate a profit of $500-600. As well as opportunity for an essay winner to win $5000
Bhupinder explained there was already a program set up for the empty beverage containers through the intensive student program 
A discussion was made for bottle drives, or for parents, relatives of students to bring in their empties to the bottle depot and put under the George Greenaway name to go directly to PAC. Would need to be advertised, some of these proceeds could go towards the grade 7 grad

Round Table
 
1. Concerns about the C-Can shed on school property, wondering whose issue is it, schools, districts or PAC. Concerns about the safety of the shelves and wondering what can be done regarding it. Bhupinder will investigate this and will have to make a work order as we can’t go in there as its an unsafe environment and concerns for safety

2. Adam has information through his work and a volunteer hour program to be able to be granted for a donation up to $3300 for 2200 volunteer hours, will send the PAC more information regarding this via email.

3. Teacher appreciation is held at the end of the year; is their any other way we can celebrate the teachers in the beginning of the year?

4. Does the district still require a drivers abstract and a criminal record check to drive for field trips, Bhupinder answered yes at this time it is still needed.

5. Will there be a Christmas concert as there was only a sing-along last year? Bhupinder explained that is at the teacher and music teachers’ discretion and will be brought up closer to the time. As we have a new music teacher at the school it is a possibility 

6. There are concerns of the mass turn over of teachers and staff that we had last year, the concern lies in the environment of the school. Bhupinder explained this is a District wide issue and covering multiple reasons for staff leaving due to temp positions, being closer to home, contracts ending etc.
