March Meeting Minutes

VP Carol- Confusion on the technology terms upon last meeting minutes with MACBOOK or IPADS. Clarification that it is MACBOOKS that are being referred to and 10 MACBOOKS are what were ordered and voted on. 
Motion in favor to accept March 2026 minutes were approved.

- flyers, setting up a table up at school pick up, fund recovery, application for playground grants, white hatter review from teachers/students, sponsor letters for fair, Tech orders, future PAC meeting dates till June, discussion with administrators regarding fair, positions open on PAC, popcorn day and dates picked, power outages, emails out to parents. A lot of these topics will be brought up in old business to have further discussion


Old Business
1. Playground Grants and applications
·  Kim found grant to replace wood chips with used rubber from Kal Tire
· Happened to quickly before spring break and admin was not able to get the necessary steps and procedures with the district before grant deadline
· Parent appreciation to remove wood chips
· PAC will keep applying to these grants and keep in contact with admin
· Habitat also is district 36 approved and has grants that get matched by PAC
· Parent question regarding when the last ministry safety audit had been made?  If there was one where there any safety issues that were identified. Facilities Department should have the report to this. 
· Also how often do they come and check and do a safety audit?- parent commented on the information with every 5 year
· It got brought up that previous PACs were told the swings had a 2 year life span left then the district would take them without replacement with a report made approx. 7-8 years ago. A lot of fundraising for new swings was made then were told that they didn’t need replacement anymore.
· Last administration heard we were not on the 2 year list to have any new upgrades to our existing playground from the district. 
· The recent breaking of the playground equipment- parent asked administrators if we would receive a fixed version or a replacement- From admins understanding they are going to fix it
· Will the new modular bring playground with it? Admin answered it is in the proposed budget of the new modular and depending on building costs what they are left with
· Question was brought up ex. If they have a proposed playground of 50,000 but only have 20,000 left after the building can PAC fundraise and pay for the remaining 30,000 to make it happen?
· Parent question- Is there a proposal for a new playground with the new modular in place yet?
· Will continue the conversation and have a better idea and understanding of budget with playground as the modular gets closer to completion date.

2. Carol Todd
· PAC would like to host Carol Todd who is a speaker and activist with anti-bullying
· Working with local schools to see if they want to join us and get more response from the community in attending, it would be for the parents
· No cost other then a donation to the Amanda Todd Fund
· More to come when we collaborate with other PAC members from surrounding school

3. Digital Sign
· Quote was done for sign and would be roughly around 30,000+ gst
· This would not include construction to put sign in place
· Sign would be an opportunity for George Greenaway families to stay connected 
· Electrical would need to be put in place as its digital
· Sign was just an idea as the playground conversations have been put on standby with the new construction of modular building
· Conversation about our existing sign and the lack of changing to it with updated events, PAC would like to put meetings and such on sign
· Potential idea for the grade 7s or leadership team to go forward with
· Parent points about city by laws when it comes to signage
· Ex. Of earl marriots sign be grandfathered into the new bylaws
· Would need to research and potentially have to gain permits from the city
· PAC will table this idea but will continue to look at avenues and quotes for upgrading in the potential future


4. Technology
· Price change in 2026 from the approved and voted on prices made in 2025
· The price also did not include PST or GST
· Order has been made just need to press send to be processed with PAC approval
· Update Total – 
· $13,600 + GST/PST = $14,800
· 10 Mac Books- 2 packs of 5
· The goal from admin and PAC this year was to use fundraising money for Technology
· Majority Vote passed YES to the new pricing 
· Question was brought up if the PAC will receive the GST rebate on the purchase price? Admin answered yes, when the invoices/recipts are received PAC can go through the reimbursement process for the GST portion

5. Tables
-Admin discussed the need of new tables
· would like to start with 10 tables
· district cost will be $90 per table + GST $10.80= $108.80
· School still has old heavy tables that they would like them to replaced, and stored 
· Majority vote YES to new tables 

6. Chairs
-	Administration is hoping to receive new chairs
· ideally to replace old metal chairs
· district cost is $25 per chair + GST
· Admin was asked how many chairs they currently have? How many chairs are on one rolling rack? - Admin will look into it
· Conversation of the price per chair and outsourcing other options
· Being mindful of district approved chairs for liability reasons brought to attention by a parent

7. PAC Positions to be filled

8. Free Lunch Program 
- Free lunches in city of surrey program
- discussing as a committee if signing up for this takes away from our hot lunch proceeds as     it’s a major source of fundraising.
- How does the program work? Delivery to school? Handing out procedure?
- Why was George Greenaway on the list and then removed? How do we go into the process of applying and getting on the list? Administration was going to look into this as they currently are unaware of it.
- There is also the National school program that has invested $216 million dollars a year into lunch programs.
- Feeding Futures is another program with a breakfast and lunch program. As well as an installed refrigeration system with fresh fruit, yogurt etc. 
- Parent comments from Cloverdale Traditional, program works by food delivery to school, students come pick up their classes lunches and disperse themselves then bring back bag to the front.
- Parent comment from previous school that this program does not take away from hot lunch and that there is much discussion regarding this topic on the Facebook PAC pages, with learning curves and also great success

- PAC and admin will continue to look into these options for the following year

9. Hot Lunch
- Hot lunch coordinator can role out hot lunch menu for an entire year- current coordinator does what works for her schedule to role out per month
- Payments can be made for each purchase and do not need to be made in a lump sum of all hot lunch items in the once month
- approx. 4 weeks are given as a pay period per month
-  Once paid no edits can be made to order without consulting the hot lunch coordinator 

10. Pub Night
- great success, great fundraiser
- community involvement was appreciated and there was an appetite for more
- potential to hold another one at end of school year or following into next year



11. Spring Fair
-  A lot of parent feedback and concern about the fair if it was still taking place and why not if it wasn’t
- Admin got back to PAC with a list of concerns to considering regarding space due to the construction, fire lane being blocked, condition of the grass field and the increase of traffic the fair would represent, damage being done to the school from the food truck at winter market
- Admin appreciates the efforts that PAC was doing but due to this year’s restrictions not possible and to bring back up in September’s meeting when we will have a better idea of construction on the modular building
-PAC was not able to outsource the George Greenaway ball field or other areas close to the school property
- PAC would still like to do something on a smaller level, not sure what that looks like at the moment but will continue to discuss and bring matters forward at a further time
- Parents comments regarding potential to do a September Fall festival with the new modular as an opening ceremony
- Admin says Modular is on schedule to be completed but this can change
- $1700 was sponsored for the fair, PAC has reached out to sponsors to inform them fair is no longer taking place. They have informed to keep the money to use towards technology or to move the funds to next years fair

- Money transfer of teacher/classroom funds will go directly from PAC to teachers in the following school year

- Feedback from administration, teachers and students- information wasconsidered valuable and appropriate for today’s time with digital access for our youth
-Question arose if she thought it would be more beneficial to have it in person over zoom? Carol did find that to be valid, and would have suggested herself to have more body breaks for the students, as they can also get restless as a group in a gym setting and feed off each others body language 
- will attach their feedback to the minutes for review
- PAC considering switching it up next year to a different presenter to keep it fresh
- Question got brought up about why some presenters were allowed at other district 36 schools but not our own- Admin brough up that they have rules and guidelines that are asked to be followed from the school district and some schools don’t always follow those guidelines on their own discretion.
