4. Old Business
a) Playground Grants
· Talked about the swings, they did get fixed but due to wear and tear the bottom needs fixing again
· Green Space- parks BC has given George Greenaway a Grant, 4-5 schools in district are recipients. Looking at putting it North side of the modular building between gravel and the green space in an L shape. This is still in the discussion stage with the city/school and parks BC. As this is a shared space with the Cloverdale ballpark it needs to be in an accommodating space for both. Concern got brought up regarding the saturation that area gets during rainy season, this was brought up by administrative staff to the design committee of the project. Questions of what structures or items it will have, Admin discussed that some students were able to put in there ideas as to what it should look like or include, those will be submitted at the end of June. The initiative is native plants, classes and learning space. Concern about vandalism got brough up and administration was uncertain at this time if that would include any. 

b) Technology received
- great feedback from students and teachers, concern from PAC about needing to constantly worry about buying technology year after year and that is something to discuss next year. VP talked regarding a digital meeting she attended there trying to make a more affordable option middle ground of laptop and mac book

d) Staff appreciation day
· Big success, great feedback, lots of leftovers. Well received 

e) Feeding futures- Principal for next year spoke in regard to it 
· She is coming from an inner-city school and has worked with feeding futures previously. She would like to start the school year and see what our school community is in need or would like to add, there are many different program options that can be made. Certain programs are free; some are paid lunches or the mixture of both. Our school is already participating in the fruit and vegetables program. Potential to add the community fridge which is restocked one a week with fruit and vegetables that admin hands out. It requires a large amount of space and could be an option in the new modular building. She will let PAC know in the new year with more information. Certain programs need meal aids to help distribute etc of the food and that is another component that not every school has.
· PAC followed up about wondering why are school was not listed on the city of surrey lunch program- Admin will investigate this for the following year. Lots of varying issues like volume/demographic, staffing for programs etc. 

f) Field Trip
· Criminal record check, should encourage parents to apply during summer, beginning of school year as field trips are being disrupted due to no CC done with the parent volunteer. Concern was raised regarding how long the process is taking and being told they need to go in person now to do it. Unfortunately, hard for parents to be able to get there during working hours. Admin will send out a welcome email to all the parents of George Greenaway approx. in August and will have information and QR codes for parents

g) Signs
· PAC would like some signs made that say George Greenaway, will looking into this more next year

5. New Business

a) Seecan
- clean up went great about 99% done. Thank you to VP for all the help and heavy lifting. A lot more usable space has been freed up. Question from PAC regarding the mold, new shelves/take out existing shelves and work order. A report was just made but now with new discoveries of water and mold in there another order should be made. Apparently broken liquids were found in the inside and that’s where it could have come from, but admin would like to check the air quality. PAC is thinking no new shelves would be added but would create more space for tote bins if it was taken away 

b) Vote on Pop up tent
· PAC is working on obtaining a free one or donated one but would like to vote on a new tent if one is found over summer, Feathers for advertisement would also like to be purchased. Natalie discussed Fresh st pizza has donated tents previously in the past. 
· Tent was voted NO

c) Email for website
· After the meeting today, the PAC would like admin to update the PAC section of the George Greenaway surrey school website with new members of the executive team

d) PAC would like permission from Admin to have two table at the school on the first day, one located on the west side of the building and one on the east side near undercover area

6. Treasurer Report
